There is a favorite pepper loved by Europeans, especially the French.
It is pepper which produced in Cambodia's Kampot region. Although
the southern part of India is commonly considered as the origin of
pepper, Kampot pepper is more superior in terms of its reputation.
There are numerous celebrity chefs stick to Kampot pepper.

What might be the reason?

It has been a long time since Kampot produced pepper. But it
began to gain fame when France colonized Cambodia. French chefs
recognized the value of the taste and flavor of Kampot pepper. They
were fascinated by the pepper and sent 8,000 tons of pepper to their
own country every year. Kampot pepper is still keeping its reputation
and it became the world's best pepper by today.

Kampot pepper is unique because it is grown 100% organic. It is
possible to sell or export under the name of 'Kampot Pepper’ only
after joining the KPPA (Kampot Pepper Promotion Association), a
combination of local producers. Supervision, strict quality screening,
and verification are needed to use the name ‘Kampot Pepper’. It is
rigorous enough to check whether chemical fertilizers were used.
This is why you should care about certification marks by Geographical
Identification, the certification mark of organic products, and most of
all, the guarantee of the origin, Kampot.

Some chefs even comment that Kampot pepper is similar to wine
because of its moderately spicy taste and long-lasting flavor.

You can visit pepper farms in Kampot. Several farmers open their
farms and receive guests while getting ready to tell stories about
this unique pepper. You can look around the cultivation conditions
of the pepper and the characteristics of Kampot pepper in detail on
the farm. It is also possible to experience the superiority of Kampot
pepper by comparing it with other peppers. It is truly a spectacular
sight only to see the huge endless farms.

Some farms representing Kampot operate own restaurants and
cafes which serve special dishes using Kampot pepper as signature
menus. There are also cooking classes. You can learn about the
traditional cuisine of Khmer using Kampot pepper.

When it comes to Cambodian food culture, you can't say anything
without rivers and lakes because Cambodian's staple food are rice
and fish. Seventy percent of the protein (or fish) consumed by all
Cambodians comes from Tonle Sap Lake, part of the Mekong River.
Riel is the name of the fish and the currency unit of Cambodia.

To pick only one among Cambodia's representative traditional
foods, it's ‘Prahok’. Prahok is a Cambodian-styled salted seafood
which is salted and eaten during the dry season. It can be served
on rice, seasoned with soup, used as a stir-fried seasoning, or
dipped by roasted food. Prahok smells fishy and rotten. This is
why some Europeans call Prahok a Cambodian cheese.

Khreung is the basic marinade used in Cambodian cuisine. Grind
limes, gingers, lemon leaves, garlics, red peppers, rhizome roots,
Prahok with other spices, and seasonings in stone mortar. One
of the most representative foods is 'Maju Khreung Soup.' It is a
Cambodian-styled soup which features sweet and sour taste,
maximizing the flavor with lemongrass and saffron. It also includes
fried peanuts and locally produced chili powder. It is characterized
by a similar flavor to curry.

If you ask Cambodians about their favorite food, they will pick Amok.
It is made of freshwater fish Rieb or Chidaue mixed with the spices
for curry and fresh coconut milk. The soft texture is attractive and
it tastes like a stew since it is steamed with curry seasonings after
removing all fish bones. It is usually served with rice. Fish-based Amok
is popular, but you can select various options such as pork, chicken,
and beef.

Nom Bahn Chok is a favorite noodle for Cambodians. After
making soup with Prahok and Kreung, put rice noodles into the
soup. Nom Bahn Chok is usually topped with fresh vegetables,
shredded cucumbers, parsley, stalks of water lilies, beanstalks,
bean sprouts, basil, and mint. On top of it, people pour the meat
broth made by adding Kreung and Prahok. Starting with the taste
of strong seasoning, the texture of soft rice noodles and it is
ended with mint scent refreshing the mouth. Depending on your
preference, you can enjoy Nom Bahn Chok more cleanly by biting
a small pepper that comes withit.

If you want to enjoy a relaxing vacation in Cambodia, Kep would
be a good choice. Kep, about 150 kilometers far from the capital
Phnom Penh and a coastal city bordering the Gulf of Thailand, is
one of the most popular resorts for Cambodians. Since Kep is, by
and large, a quiet place, people who want to enjoy its unique quiet
atmosphere often visit this place.

You can find nice resorts and beaches everywhere, just enough
to spend time within downtown. But if you want an unplugged
vacation, it is recommended to visit a nearby island. It's not that
far, it takes only 30 to 40 minutes by boat. Koh Tonsay is the
destination, so-called ‘Rabbit island’.

The reason why it is called ‘Rabbit island' is simple. ‘Tonsay’ means
rabbit in Khmer and the shape of the island resembles a rabbit.
Koh Tonsay is a small island which fits the name ‘Rabbit Island. It's
located 4 kilometers away from Kep and it's a place for everyone

who want relaxation. Unfortunately, you cannot see rabbits on the
island.

Koh Tonsay is suitable for a half-day trip. If you have some time to
spare, it would be good to stay for a few days. Although there's
not much to enjoy except for the 250m long beach, it's good to
relax. You can take a nap, read a book, and drink a glass of cocktail
leisurely. You can rent a boat and look around the sea and the
island. You can enjoy the fresh seafood caught right off the coast
and appreciate the beautiful scenery of stars at midnight.

If you order drinks from pubs or bars lined up all along the beach,
you can use facilities such as hammocks on the beach for free.
Lying down and spending some free time would be great. There
are also guesthouses and small resorts with bungalows which
are the best places for those who want to stay for a few days. Not
fancy but inexpensive paradise is right here.
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TONLE SAP LAKE

Tonle Sap Lake is the largest freshwater lake in East Asia. It was
formed by the subsidence of the area when Indian and Asian
continents collided. In fact, it is so large that it looks more like
an ocean than a lake. It occupies 15 percent of Cambodian land
area. It gets larger than usual during the rainy season. It usually
maintains about 2,700k area which is similar to the size of Jeju
Island but expands to up to 16,000kni during the rainy season.

The lake is dynamic but generous. The people of Tonle Sap Lake
make a living by fishing and farming. An annual catch of Cambodia
is estimated at between 800,000 and 900,000 tons. Among
these, the freshwater catch is estimated at more than 500,000
tons. It is the third-largest lake in the world in terms of catch. As
many as 600 species of freshwater fish live in the lake and are
served on the Cambodian tables.

It is misunderstood that it is @ muddy lake, but it is due to
the compounds of calcium in the soil. The lake moves the
soil repeatedly during the dry and rainy seasons and the soil
accumulated around the area makes soil fertile enabling farmers

to crop 3 times a year. Thus, muddy means golden.

People build houses on the lake whether by their own will or not.
Those who have no more place to stand gathered on the lake.
The water houses are moved depending on the volume of water.
Some houses drive supports into the ground near the waterside,
or some houses float like boats. Bamboos are woven into a raft,
walls are built on top of it and ceilings are placed. The houses
are moved near to the lake during the dry season to avoid being
damaged. In other words, they have to move farther from the
ground to survive.

People live in a group even on the lake. It is estimated that
there are more than 170 floating villages. Among them, villages
such as Kampong Phluk and Chong Khneas are famous. It is
recommended to visit Kampong Phluk for the unique images of
Cambodia since there is a mangrove forest that resembles both
lake and land. On the lake, mangroves are the only plants that
cover the sun. Therefore, it feels very exotic and strange when
riding a boat through the mangrove forest on Tonle Sap Lake.

Bokor Mountain rises near Kampot and it is seen from anywhere in the
neighborhood. Bokor Mountain, 1,097 meters altitude above sea level is
one of the most popular tourist spots in Kampot. Since most of the land
in Cambodia is flat, it is not a surprise that people visit this high mountain
unceasingly. The mountain was called a gift of nature since wild animals
such as tigers, lions, and bears lived in the mountain. But sadly it lost its
title when the top of the mountain was developed about 100 years ago.

During the French colonial period, officials such as Governor-General who
ruled the southern part of Indochina started to exploit Bokor Mountain as a
vacation spot. Since the mid-1920s, they had cut down trees in the forest
and constructed buildings on the mountain. They even planned to build a
small city.

The original goal was to build a luxury mountain resort for colonists
(generally French), so you can still see the French style buildings. According
to the records, the construction was so tough that more than 900 workers
died in nine months while building the resort.

However, the construction could not be completed because of the
outbreak of World War II. The Indochina Peninsula was also engulfed in
war and abandoned when French troops were put on the defensive. Later,
those who occupied this area took over the mountain by turns, but it was
left unattended eventually. It even got the name of ‘ghost city', since the
cathedrals and royal villas used by the French during the French colonial
period remained empty and damaged.

Recently, efforts have been made to recreate Bokor Mountain as a vacation
area. The 26-kilometer road from the entrance to the top of the mountain
was paved with asphalt to enhance accessibility. ‘Bokor Hill Station’, which
had been left unattended for a long time was also renovated into a six-star
luxury hotel named ‘Le Bokor Palace’ by taking advantage of its old mood.
Before the remodeling, several movies including ‘R-Point’ were filmed at
this place due to its unique dark mood.

Perhaps the first reason to travel to Cambodia is to look around Angkor
Wat. Angkor Wat, estimated to have been built in the early 12th century,
is Cambodia's representative heritage as it is painted on the national flag.
After the downfall of the Angkor Kingdom, this huge temple had been
completely forgotten before the 19th century. How could this temple get
so much attention until now?

Angkor Wat disappeared. Precisely, it was forgotten in people's memories.
It was worn down, broken, and collapsed. Sometimes people came to
look around but it was not introduced to the world. It only remained as
a record. Portuguese monk Antonio da Madalena's record in the 16th
century was one of them. He saw Angkor Wat and praised it as follow; “a
structure completely different from those of the rest of the world and it

cannot be described with a pen.”, "the towers, the decorations and all the
sophisticated features are something only a genius can imagine".

The existence of Angkor Wat became known to the West in 1861 by
French explorer Henri Mouhot. He discovered this huge remains while
traveling through the jungle to collect specimens. Along with the process,
he recorded the story of the Angkor remains in detail in his travel notes.
Mouhot died of malaria while exploring the Laotian jungle. One of his
assistants organized Mouhot's travel notes and introduced them to the
world including the story of Angkor Wat.

Angkor Wat only remains as stone structures now but as a matter of fact,
it is well known as a mixture of stone and wood structures. There are some
evidence of wooden structures in places. The scale is also magnificent. It
stretches 1.5 km from the east to the west and 1.3 km from the north to
the south. It is the largest temple in the world by land area. The site is in the
form of a rectangle.

Travelers who visit Angkor Wat prefer to look around Angkor Wat all
at once. The local tour programs are varied according to the travelers’
preferences. Firstly, the one-day tour program is divided into the small tour
and the grand tour. If you choose the small tour, you'll visit Angkor Thom
and Ta Prohm in the morning and Angkor Wat in the afternoon. Secondly,
if you choose the grand tour, you'll visit Preah Khan Temple, Neak Pean
Temple, Ta Som Temple, The East Mebon Temple, and Pre Rup Temple. And
it's also possible to enjoy the sunset at Pre Rup Temple if you add Banteay
Srei in your tour.

Cambodian History at a glance

Cambodian history is truly spectacular, From the Khmer Kingdom which
was brighter than any other history, to the killing fields that should never
be repeated through French colonies. Cambodia’s dynamic history, from
the heaven to earth is still going on.

Funan, the first country of Cambodia

Around the 1st century, the first state Funan was established on the land
of what we now call Cambodia. It existed until the 6th century and grew
into an agrarian society using abundant quantities and fertile soil from
the Mekong Delta. Funan is a word of the same meaning with Phnom in
Phnom Penh, the capital we now call Cambodia. It means “mountain”, The
mountain we're referring to here is Mount Meru which is sacred in Hindu
culture. The three-story tower in Angkor Wat was built in the shape of
Mount Meru, which is a symbol of the center of the universe.

At that time, based on advanced navigation techniques, Funan played a
role as a messenger between the Kingdom of India and the China. For
that reason, Funan developed a system of sea trade and dominated total
control of wide area to the Malay Peninsula. From that time on, influence
of India and the influx of Hindu civilization can also be found in the birth
myth of Khmer, where the ‘Naga' appears. Funan began to decline around
late in the sixth century, due to Chenla which was located in the upper
region of the Mekong River as it grows gradually and oppressed Funan.
Chenla is the protagonist who ushering era of Angkor in.

The influence of India, the Chenla period

The Kingdom of Chenla was located in what is now Southern Laos,
Southern Vietnam, and the whole area of Cambodia. Originally it was
once a subordinate of the Kingdom Funan, but By the 7th century,
Chenla developed national strength to repelled Funan and occupied
Cambodia. The Chenla was also greatly influenced by India. This can be
seen from the name of the King. ‘Varman' is an Indian Sanskrit word
which means “a protected person”, which named after the King of most
of the Kindom of Chenla. According to historic records, After the death
of King Jayavarman, who had failure of heirs, Chenla was torn apart by
the right of succession. Thus, the Kingdom of Chenla was controlled by
the Shailendra dynasty located on Java. At that time, Jayavarman Il was
held hostage by Shailendra and spent period of growth. After he grew up,
he returned to his homeland and began the Angkor Kingdom era.
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The Khmer Empire,
The birth of Angkor civilization

It is truly an era that made present-day Cambodia. The era
of the Angkor Empire is called the Khmer Empire. This was
the peak of the construction of Angkor Wat. Jayavarman
Il, who grew up in Shailendra, called himself a god based on
Hinduism. After that, Yasovarman | designated Angkor as
the capital of the country, and Suryavarman Il reunified the
kingdom to enjoy its Golden Age.

He started expanding the country and began constructing
Angkor Wat, a symbol of the Khmer civilization. The
construction had continued for more than 300 years
and during that period, there were many changes in art
and also religious ceremonies changed from Hinduism to
Avalokitesvara gradually.

At that time, Mahayana Buddhism was established as a state
religion, therefore they had started building more Bayon
temples and Angkor thom either. Also, the Kingdom of the
Ankor established the greatest empire in Cambodian history,
sweep over the Indochina Peninsula. The heyday of the Angkor
kingdom, which lasted for 600 years ended in the 15TH century
by the Ayutthaya's invaded, what is now Thailand. After the
fall of Angkor, Ankor WAT was left abandoned in the jungle
and forgotten for a long time. Nowadays, it was almost well-
preserved its original form, it became one of the Southeast
Asia’'s most famous place of Buddhist pilgrimage.

The Killing Fields that should not be repeated

After the glorious era of the Khmer, Cambodian history
was in decline. The decline of national power was caused
by Thailand attacks lasted for 400 years and Vietnam's
interference in domestic affairs. In those days, France has
revealed its ambition to occupy Laos and Cambodia, starting
with Vietnam's territory. Eventually, Cambodia spent a
century as a colony of France.

On 9 November 1953, King Sihanouk declared the
independence of Cambodia. Since gaining Independence, The
Khmer Republic allowed civil wars from the turmoil and this
was the beginning of Khmer Rouge occupation of Cambodia.
The Khmer Rouge means “Red Khmer”, it was derived from
the color of scarfs worn by soldiers. Pol Pot was the head of
a radical left-wing militant group, ruled Cambodia for about
three years. He blocked any exchange with foreign nations
and rejected international cooperation or trades.

The people were forced to leave their hometowns and work
in designated areas. At that time, as many as 2 million people
died from hunger, disease, and executions. It means about
a quarter of the population died. Intellectuals and wealthy
people who were considered to be obstacles to make an
agricultural country were tortured and executed for wearing
glasses or being able to speak foreign languages. This
genocide was called the Killing Fields. This incident reversed
the whole situation of the Cambodia.

The
reliefs of ‘Apsara’ with different dance moves are engraved throughout
the site. Apsara has too many historical motives and meanings to be
defined limitedly as a Cambodian traditional dance. Apsara is the name of
the Hindu Goddess, meaning ‘born on water'. Apsara got this name since
she was born when God stirred the sea of milk for a thousand years for a
perennial youth and long life.

Apsara Dance once got into a decline after the fall of the Khmer Empire
in the 15th century. After a long period of dormant in history and barely
maintaining its reputation, it was restored as the restoration of Angkor
Wat began in 1940 drawing attention to the Apsara reliefs carved on the
walls. The Apsara dance we can enjoy nowadays is modern.

It was not smooth either after the restoration. It was directly influenced
by the swirling history of Cambodia. Only a few decades ago, in the
1970s, it almost lost its reputation entirely. It was during the occupation
of the Khmer Rouge from 1976 to 1979. At that time, Apsara Dance was
also subject to oppression. Numerous Apsara Dance leaders were ousted
and executed. As a result, the reputation of Apsara Dance barely kept
itself in existence were in danger of extinction. All happened during three
years since the Khmer Rouge took power. Fortunately, Apsara Dance
leaders who managed to survive are now actively transferring the dance
after the period of Khmer Rouge.

There are four characters in the traditional Apsara Dance repertoire. A
woman, a man, a giant and a monkey, each wearing unique makeup and
accessories that embody their characteristics. The monkey is a portrait
of Hanuman, the monkey hero in Indian mythology. And it tells the story
of Hindu mythology focused on Hanuman and Apsara.

Apsara first appears in Hindu Creation Myth. It is assumed to be a
combination of ‘Apsu (on the water) and ‘Rasa (be born)’ and in fact, the
first appearance in mythology is also related to water. The good gods
who have been defeated by evil in a fight began to seek the medicine
of perennial youth and long life for victory. This medicine could only be
obtained by stirring the sea of milk for a thousand years and many Apsaras
were born in the spray created by the Gods stirring the sea of milk.

The Kampot River which runs west of downtown Kampot
is a great place to enjoy the sunset. The sun sets over the
Bokor Mountain and many people gather by the river to see
the golden color on all sides. Although it's not a special scene,
the moment that blends in with the tranquil atmosphere of
downtown Kampot is full of charm.

There is a program which lets you see the beautiful sunset
of Kampot a little closer. It is a sunset cruise tour which was
developed by villagers in 2014 to make the best use of the
sunset of Kampot. The two-to-three hour-long tour on a
cruise ship is the best choice for the evening in Kampot.

You can book this program at one of the travel agencies
near the Kampot Fish Market. Just find a company that runs
the Sunset Cruise Tour program. You can also request a
reservation at the resort reception. About 10 companies are
offering the program, but the size of the ships varies slightly.
The ships are anchored near Fish Market and the fare is
about 5 dollars.

The ship goes up and down the stream. The ship sails through
under the Old French Bridge, heading the upstream river.
You can experience the fun of the boat ride while enjoying
the sunset on the way. Sometimes fireflies pass through the

village near the return point. It's the reason why local travel
agencies call the sunset tour the Fireflies Tour'. Though
fireflies are hardly seen these days, there is a high possibility
to see fireflies between May and October; rainy season and
right after. According to one of the captains of the tour, it
looks like watching a Christmas tree.

The size and shape of ships vary from company to company.
There's a ship for more than 100 people and a ship that has
sitting tables to sit or lie down with comfort. You don't have
to worry about the heat because the tour starts when the
sun sets, around 5pm. You may feel cool but you should be
careful of mosquitoes.

The cruise ship is more of an exciting atmosphere than a
relaxing one because the music is usually loudly on. Various
beverages such as beer and snacks are sold in the on-board
snack bar. You can chat with your friends or make memories
while enjoying a bottle of beer on the boat. The night view of
downtown Kampot which you will see on your way back is
also quite attractive. Some cruise companies allow people to
enjoy food, beverages and music on their ships until midnight
after the last tour is over. This is one of the benefits for those
who boarded on the last ships.

The destination is ‘Street 8" and ‘Pub Street’ in downtown
Siem Reap. Pub Street, like its name suggests, is a street which stretches about 100 meters where numerous pubs,
restaurants, street food, bars and clubs are gathered. You can look forward to it because the street provides almost
everything for you to enjoy.

Pubs started to appear in the late 1990s. In the 2000s, pubs, restaurants and bars got into lines, and places leading the
mood of the streets also opened. The Red Piano' which Angelina Jolie often visited during filming also opened around
that time. The streets have been renovated since 2005 into a clean space as we see today. The street is called ‘Pub Street’
since then.

It is easy to find not only the places that started and led the history of Pub Street but also new places that steal travelers'
hearts with unique dishes and moods. Some pubs perform live concerts of traditional Khmer music. If you want to enjoy
the local atmosphere, give it a try to visit Pub Street.

Laotians' staple food is glutinous rice. Therefore, they only use spoons
and forks for almost every meal except rice noodles. The Laotians
often call themselves 'descendants of glutinous rice’ in connection
with the strong relationships of the Laotian cultural community and
glutinous rice.

Laos is the only country in Indochina Peninsula without an ocean.
Therefore, they enjoy having freshwater fish. ‘Pa dek’, a basic
seasoning for Laotian food is also a salted fish sauce made by
fermenting freshwater fish with salt for a long time. To make Pa dek,
they clean freshwater fish and store them in a cool place, then put salt
into the pot and ferment them with rice bran. Rice bran makes the
salted fish smell better and smoother. Fish sauce made by refining Pa
dek is called 'Nam pa' and it is widely used for stew, stir-fried food, etc.

Tam mak hong is a papaya salad similar to ‘Som Tam' in Thailand.
To make Tam mak hong, the unripe green papaya is mixed with Pa
dek, red pepper powder, lime, peanuts and various spices. Som Tam
tastes spicy and sweet by adding peanuts and tomatoes, while Tam
mak hong tastes spicy and sour due to the strong taste of the fish
sauce. Instead of green papaya, they sometimes add cucumbers and
eggplants. Itis also mixed with raw noodles, 'kawpoon'.

Yam is a sour and spicy Laotian salad. Usually, fresh vegetables such
as papayas, coriander, onions, and carrots are mixed with fish sauce,
lime and red pepper. Because of its sour and spicy taste, it is possible
to fully enjoy the fresh taste of the vegetables. Also, you can add
various toppings such as "Yam Sin Ngua' with beef, "Yam Pamuk’ with
squid, 'Yam Thale with seafood, etc. Yam Yeo, which is added with
sour taste of Laotian-styled sausage is well-matched with the bitter
taste of Beerlao Dark.

and the Irrawaddy dolphins live here, so let's take a look.

The Mekong River flows along with the elongated land of Laos. And the
water stream becomes large as it joins the surrounding rivers near the
border between Laos and Cambodia which is called Si Phan Don. 'Si Phan
Don’ means 4,000 islands. The number of islands in Si Phan Don varies
from season to season. The number of islands decreases in the rainy
season and increases in the dry season when you can see up to 4,000
islands. The sizes of the islands vary. Some islands are large enough for
people to live and some islands are as small as sandbanks that only can be
stepped on.

Don Khong, Don Khon, and Don Det are representative villages in Si Phan
Don. Since ‘Don’ means ‘an island’, we now understand the names; Khong
island, Khon island, and Det island. The largest island is Don Khong that
reaches up to 18 kilometers in length and up to 8 kilometers in width. With
the opening of a bridge that connects to the land, accessibility has also
increased. Muang Khong, the eastern village of Don Khong is considered
asaregional base of Si Phan Don.

There are traces of the French colonial period in Don Khon. It's slower
than Don Det in development currently, but it was the base for the
development of the Mekong River in the French colonial period. Main
buildings built in French style give a foreign impression to the quiet rural
landscape. There is also a concrete bridge that connects Don Det and Don
Khon. It's the French Bridge, also built during the colonial period.

The Irrawaddy dolphins make Si Phan Don special. The reason why
travelers in Laos add Si Phan Don to their schedules is these dolphins.
The Irrawaddy dolphin is a freshwater dolphin with a round head and a
smiling mouth. These characteristics give the nickname ‘Smiling Dolphin’
to the Irrawaddy dolphin. In fact, Irrawaddy dolphins were easily found
throughout the Mekong River. However, due to indiscriminate capture
and war in the Indochina region, the population decreased rapidly. During
the Vietnam War, U.S. troops intensively dropped bombs on the river to
disrupt the transport of military supplies through the Mekong River. As
a result, the number of dolphins dropped sharply from thousands in the
early 1900s to about 100 nowadays.

Although there are many temples in Luang Prabang, Wat Xieng Thong
temple is a must-visit. The temple represents Luang Prabang preserving its
former shape which has never been destroyed since it was built in the 14th
century. Wat Xieng Thong temple, which means ‘the temple of the golden
city’ was built in the days when Luang Prabang was a real golden city and
has been the religious center of Luang Prabang until these days.

The temple is composed of three main buildings. First, the ‘Sim'’ represents
the signature construction style of temples in Luang Prabang in the 16th
century as it is the oldest building. The main characteristic is the edge
of the three-tier roof that cascades down as if it is about to stick to the
ground. Each edge of the roof has dragon-shaped decorations which
connotes the wishes for rain and the protection of the temple. You can also
see some traces of King Setthathirat. He stenciled a legend about King
Chanthaphanith with golden stencils during the process of the extension.
Besides, you can appreciate murals about Buddhist myths carved with
elaborate skills.

The Royal Funeral Carriage House is located next to the Sim. The funeral
car that carried the charnel of King Sisavang Vong in 1960, the last king
of Laos is kept here. It is as grand as 12 meters in height. There you can
see a seven-headed Naga guardian sculpture in the funeral car which was
made by famous Laos sculptor Tittan. In 1962, the contents of Ramayana,
the Hindu myth were engraved in gold relievos on the outside of the Royal
Funerary Carriage House.

There is also a building named ‘Red Chapel' (Ho Tai Pha Sai Nyaat). It was
built in 1880. A rare statue of the Buddha made during the construction
of the temple was enshrined here. What you must see is the outer wall.
There's an elaborate glass mosaic work named ‘The tree of life’ made to
celebrate the 2,500th anniversary of the Buddha's birth in 1957. The life of
Buddha is narrated. The color changes by the angle of view and gives off
different atmospheres. Try to appreciate the work by moving around.

The
emerald Buddha statue, 'Phra Kaew' is essential for the Kingdom
of Lan Xang. Raised by the royal family of the Khmer Empire in
Cambodia, Fa Ngum' succeeded to dominate the current Laos region
under the orders of King Khmer. With its capital in Luang Prabang,
Lan Xang, the first unified kingdom of Laos was established in 1353,
independent from the Khmer Empire.

Fa Ngum, the first king of the Kingdom of Lan Xang, must have been
a great military leader, but he was unable to gain control of aristocrats
and local powers which ended him up ousted from the throne. After
Fa Ngum was ousted from the throne, his eldest son Sam Saen
Thai took over the throne. At a tender age of 18, he reorganized the
administrative system and ruled the country stably during his long
reign of 43 years. Laos faced the most prosperous period in history.

Setthathirat, the next king of Phothisarat brought the sacred Buddha
statue ‘Phra Kaew' from the Lan Na Kingdom to the Kingdom of
Lan Xang. Phra Kaew means an emerald Buddha statue. Besides,
he transferred the capital from Luang Prabang to Vientiane, being
conscious of Burma, present-day Myanmar, strengthened its force at
that time. Setthathirat defended the Kingdom of Lan Xang from the
threat of Burma and built That Luang and Wat Phra Kaew. Later, the
kingdom was ruled by Burma twice but greeted the golden age with
the reign of Souliya Vongsa, the last king of the Lan Xang dynasty.
After 67 years of peace during his reign, Laos finally split into three
kingdoms and entered into an age of chaos again. Laos has weakened
its national power due to the several times of division and Vientiane
was dominated by force under the pretext of diplomacy to the ‘Siam
dynasty’ of Thailand.

Laos went through a long period of French colonial rule, completely
losing its national power. At the end of the colonial rule, the civil
war was broken between the anti-French nationalists and the
communist party of Laos. And during the Second Indochina War, the
U.S. air bombing caused enormous casualties. In 1975, the victory of
Pathet Lao led to the establishment of the present-day Lao People's
Democratic Republic.

Buddhism is a religion that contributed to Laotian identity. Laos is a
Buddhist country that declared Buddhism as the national religion in
1947. Laotians identify much of their lives with the Buddhist spirit. Unlike
neighboring countries that force people to enter the Buddhist priesthood
for a certain period of time, Laotians can decide by themselves without
any restraint. However, there are many people who voluntarily enter the
Buddhist priesthood due to their deep devotions. Most boys spend a
certain period of time ranging from 1 week to 3 months on average in a
temple, learning about Buddhism and internalizing the spirit of Buddhism.

It has been less than 100 years since Buddhism was designated as
the national religion of Laos. But Buddhism was introduced to Laos
a long time ago in the history. Fa Ngum founded the Kingdom of Lan
Xang after moving from the Khmer Kingdom to Luang Prabang. At
this time, Buddhism, the dominant religion in the Khmer Kingdom was
transferred together. In the early days of the Kingdom of Lan Xang, the
kings including Fa Ngum actively fostered Buddhism to establish the
foundation of Lan Xang. Even high priests of Buddhism were invited to
preach in Khmer.

To experience the Buddhist culture of Luang Prabang, come out to
the streets early in the morning. Because every morning, the religious
mendicancy procession continues. In Laos, it is common for disciplinants
to practice by begging others to abandon their egoism. In other words,
the disciplinants survive through the mercy of the believers and the
believers strive after virtue by donating food to the disciplinants. This
ritual has been continued for at least 600 years, from the era of Lan Xang
kingdom.

As a Buddhist country, the festivals of Laos are closely related to
Buddhism. In Laos, about 18 large festivals are held throughout the year,
among which 11 are counted as Buddhist-related events. The Buddha's
Birthday Festival is held magnificently every April. All the temples in Laos
are crowded with people who come to celebrate Buddha's birthday. ‘Pi
Mai', a festival that celebrates the Laotian New Year's Day is also held
in April. Although it is a New Year's festival, it is also deeply related to
Buddhism. There is a custom that people spray water on each other
during Pi Mai and this custom is derived from washing Buddha statues
for the New Year.

There is also a festival to celebrate the beginning and end of Buddhist
monks' practice. During the summer rainy season, Laotian monks do
not go out for about three months. It is called Vassa at the temples. In
November, That Luang Festival is held in Vientiane where all Laotian
monks gather. King Setthathirat held That Luang Festival to show his
respect to the Buddha and it is continued up to now.

: A non-profit organization called "SAE LAQ" in Laos is saving the economy by minimizing
environmental destruction in sustainable ways, such as running restaurants using local crops,
developing biogas technology, and producing natural soap. Shall we take a look?

Vang Vieng was the city of lush rainforests and clean, unpolluted rivers until the founder of SAE LAO, Sengkeo
Frichitthavong left. Tourism had provided new opportunities for residents, but indiscriminate development was adversely
affecting the surrounding environments. He was shocked and determined to do something to preserve the beautiful
nature and the heritage of Vang Vieng before everything got destroyed. In 2006, Sengkeo Frichitthavong met Anais
Maumet from France and embodied this idea. They discussed ways to create a sustainable future and two years later
they established a non-profit organization SAE LAQ, as part of a community-based project.

SAE LAO project creates various programs to provide job training and employment opportunities of good quality for
residents in Nathong Village which is famous for Blue Lagoon. They educate people about sustainable technologies and
give English lessons for free.

They also create exchange programs in cooperation with volunteers from all over the world to see, listen, feel and
share various cultures. They also support residents by letting them participate as members of SAE LAO project to
serve as leaders, staff, students, teachers, consumers, and idea planners. They make unceasing effort to minimize
environmental destruction; usage of crops from local farms in restaurants, bio-gas technology, natural soap production
and construction in a sustainable way.

SAE LAO project in Nathong Village, about 7 km from the center of Vang Vieng has been quite successful. The number
of employees is steadily increasing and various educational programs are provided. You can find their restaurants at the
entrance of Blue Lagoon. They also run guesthouses in downtown Vang Vieng.

If you love Vang Vieng and wish to support their efforts, it would be a good choice to participate in volunteer works.
Various volunteer programs are prepared for those who can participate in volunteer works for at least two weeks, more
than five hours a day. If you find it difficult, you can support them by using guesthouses or restaurants. SAE LAO project
is open to everyone.

As there were many Burmese, the national name was Burma before 1989,

which was changed to what is now Myanmar because it did not cover other minorities,

and because it was the remains of the British colony.

Cheonggukjang(fast-fermented bean paste) and rice noodles, especially beer, are famous.

The economy is very stagnant due to a combination of political problems

such as international isolation, failure of Myanmar-style socialist planned economy;,

and long-term military dictatorship. It is a long-time military-controlled country and is

under economic sanctions from the U.S. and other Western countries amid international criticism over human rights abuses.
It is one of the poorest countries in Southeast Asia, suffering from decades of stagnation, policy mistakes, and isolation.
Myanmar's average annual GDP growth rate is the lowest among countries in the Mekong River basin.

Under British rule, Myanmar was the richest country in Southeast Asia.

At that time, Myanmar was the world's largest rice exporter, but now the rubber is the largest export item,

accounting for 70% of the total exports. It was severely damaged by World War Il and the postwar civil war,

but only in 1959 did it regain its prewar level.

Can you believe if there's Cheonggukjang(fast-fermented bean paste)
in Myanmar? There is Shan Pebou, Myanmarese Cheonggukjang,
which ingredients and recipe are almost same with those of Korea.
The Shan people who live in the alpine region of northern Myanmar,
make it and supply it to all over the country. What's this Shan Pebou?

Shan Pebou is a soybean paste made with drying process. It's interesting
that the recipe is much similar to Korean one. First, boil the beans for
about three or four hours. The Shan people say that it needs to be boiled
over high heat for a long time to ferment quickly. After taking out the
boiled beans, remove some moisture, put them in a warm place, cover
them with blankets, and ferment them for about three or four days. So
far, itis the same as how Koreans make Cheonggukjang.

At the end of fermentation, the viscous beans are ground into the
machine with water, and these doughs are pressed thinly in the palm-
size. Lastly, dry them in the sun for about a day. The only difference
between Cheonggukjang of Koreans and Shan Pebou of the Shan
people is just the shape. The taste and flavor are aimost the same.
There is another Shan Pebou that red pepper powder, coriander, and
ginger are put together and dried together. It's a kind of delicacy.
Meanwhile, the dried Shan Pebou is baked once more at home and
then ground into small pieces to use.

Shan Pebou is a must-have seasoning for the Shan people. Almost
every food contains Shan Pebou, so the Shan people can't cook
without Shan Pebou. Shan Noodle, which is famous throughout
Myanmar, also tastes and flavors with Shan Pebou. Thanks to the
similarity of Cheonggukjang, it suits the taste of Koreans.

When you go to Myanmar, drop by a restaurant run by the Shan
people and enjoy some food which contains Shan Pebou. You can also
travel to Hsipaw in Shan State. The smell of Cheonggukjang will greet
you wherever you are.

I N M YA N M A R its world-class quality, so let's try it. Come on!
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Myanmar is a rice-based country. As it was the largest rice exporting
country in Southeast Asia in the past, it still produces a large amount of
rice. Mohinga, traditional food that Myanmarese usually enjoys, is also
a noodle dish using rice. Traditionally, lemongrass and banana stems
are added, but usually boil boned flesh of catfish and beans, vegetables,
garlic, ginger, etc. in a large pot for a few more hours. When eating
mohinga, pour broth into a bowl with noodles and add boiled eggs or
quail eggs with various garnishes.

Palaung and Kalaw in Shan province are famous for tea production.
Lahpet Yay makes Myanmarese tea culture even more special. Lahpet
Yay is a Myanmar-styled milk tea that is brewed with tea leaves, adding
condensed milk and sugar to make it sweet. Sometimes milk is added
instead of condensed milk, and it is characterized by a sweeter taste
than regular milk tea. They have some snacks with it like Samosa, fried
dumplings. In addition to Samosa, they add various kinds of fried food or
snacks to eat simply.

Along with Mohinga and Lahpet Yay, one of the must-eat foods in
Myanmar is Myanmarese beer. Beer produced in Myanmar includes
‘Myanmar Beer’, ‘Mandalay Beer’, and ‘Andaman Beer’, among which
‘Myanmar Beer' has an overwhelming share. Myanmar beer is made
by the state-owned company ‘Myanmar Brewery', which boasts world-
class quality. Fried and grilled dishes go well with a glass of cool beer.
Myanmarese usually enjoy fried or grilled skewers as snacks, and these
stalls can be easily found in markets and streets.

Curry is one of the most popular menus in Myanmar. Unlike ordinary
curry, Myanmar curry feels like a boiled dish with plenty of soup.
Therefore, rather than the main dish, it is eaten with various side dishes.
Above all, curry ingredients are characterized by a variety of ingredients,
and there are various kinds of curry, such as pork curry, chicken curry,
fish curry, shrimp curry, etc. Along with Mohinga, Shan noodles are also
Myanmarese favorite rice noodles. Shan noodles are a traditional food
that originated in Shan province in the eastern part of the country,
and are called Shan Kaukswe in Myanmar, and are sometimes mixed
with broth or spicy seasoning. Noodles with soup are made with pork
or chicken and eaten with various garnishes(i.e. onions, garlic, ginger,
peanuts, etc.) and coriander. Spicy noodles are added with pork and
other ingredients without broth, which are agreeable to the palate of
foreigners.

Inle Lake is really unique. The huge lake, 22 kilometers long and 11
kilometers wide, stretches 880 meters above sea level, above the
plateau. If there is a lake on the cloud, it may be this kind of landscape.
Some people live here, the second-largest lake in Myanmar. They are
Intha people that is called the son of the lake.

Regardless of the origin of settling down, the Intha people now live on
the lake. It's not by the lake, but it's literally on the Lake. The land covers
nearly half of the huge Inle Lake and it is their home. The Intha people
built houses and other buildings on the lake. Was it to use the vast lake
more efficiently? They even floated farmland for farming on the water.

This hydroponic cultivation method, named ‘Kyun myaw' is based on
the water-floating plant ‘water hyacinth' and various water plants, and
is covered with soil. It becomes a farm where crops can be grown by
weaving water plants and soil for several years. The Intha people usually
plant tomatoes here. Most tomatoes eaten throughout Myanmar are
grown here. When the girls of the Intha people are in marriageable age,

their parents sometimes give them Kyun myaw as marriage expenses
so that they can make a living anywhere.

The Intha people are also famous for the custom of rowing with one
foot(One Leg Rowers). Unlike other people who row with their hands, they
stand with an oar with a pedestal and row. It is also noticeable to catch fish
using large, conical fishing gear. They find a place where water drops come
up near Kyun myaw and stick this fishing gear. They are all traditional figures
of the Intha people, but they are not often seen these days. Fishing skills
have improved, and the motorized boats are crisscrossing Inle Lake.

Currently, there are 70,000 Intha people living in Inle Lake. They grow
vegetables by covering half of the lake with Kyun myaw and catch fish
from the wide lake. They make money by selling vegetables and fish
to markets near Inle Lake. After buying flowers with the money they
earned, they go to the temple twice a day. This temple was built on the
ground where the old Kyun myaw came together. Born on the lake, they
live on the lake and return to the lake.

Inle Lake is one of the most popular travel spots in Myanmar. As the
second-largest lake in Myanmar, it is known as a boat tour and a sunset
tour to travelers of Myanmar. Inle Lake is spread out in the 875m
plateau areas above sea level, and, interestingly, you can find several
quite large floating villages. Inle Lake is home to the Intha people, one of
the Myanmarese tribes.

The Intha people build floating houses on the Lake and live there. For
them, the water is the land, and the Longtail boats are their feet. Intha
people settled in Inle Lake in the 14th century, so they have continued
to live on this water. They inherited the wisdom of fishing on the Lake
and cultivating crops. Even young children can handle ships freely, so
they are good at navigating on the lake. They are living together with the
Lake.

Among the many characteristics of the Intha people, the hydroponic
cultivation farm called Kyun Myaw is unique. It is based on woven water-
floating plants like water hyacinth and is covered with soil to cultivate
crops. It looks fixed to the bottom of the lake, but it is actually floating
freely on the water. The Intha people, who chose over the Lake instead
of the land, make Kyun Myaw continuously and now use half of the Lake
as their farmland.

The Intha people produce tomatoes that are sold throughout Myanmar
in this Kyun Myaw. The Production of tomatoes is one of the largest
production in the country. Water plants that sink under the lake and rot
provide valuable nutrients to Kyun Myaw, and the sunlight pouring over
the Lake makes the tomatoes taste even better. Furthermore, this Kyun
Myaw also plays a role in purifying the Lake.

The York-sone Kyaung Monastery is a museum in Sale. Once a Buddhist
monastery, it was constructed in 1882 and remains the same to this day.
Although it is @ wooden structure, it has been maintained for as long as 140
years, which is considered important in terms of Myanmarese architectural
history. It is noticeable that its durability was increased by using 153 teaks. It
was built during the reign of Thibaw, the last king of Myanmar, and has been
used as their residence until relatively recently.

The Yoke-sone Kyaung Monastery is an important site of Buddhism in
Myanmar. It is also important to note that the place has been used by monks
to meditate for a long time, but more important to note is the sculptures
of Jakata. There are sculptures of the Jakata passed down in Buddhism
throughout the monastery.

Jakata is a story about Sakyamuni's reincarnation. It consists of 547 poems
in total. It says that Sakyamuni became the Buddha as a result of numerous
virtues after many reincarnations, including gods, humans, birds, animals, fish,
and dragons. Every reincarnation story is Jakata. Most stories of Jakata are
Indian legends, myths, and fables modified to suit Buddhist doctrines.

In addition to the sculptures of the Jakata, there are various relics used by monks
at the Yoke-sone Kyaung Monastery. It is also the birthplace of Myanmarese
famous author Sale U Ponnya, and his books are also on display here.

The Yoke-sone Kyaung Monastery is considered an excellent example of the
late Konbaung architecture, the last dynasty of Myanmar. It is considered to be
much more delicate than the later works of many architects or sculptures. The
sculptures in the monastery naturally depict the facial expressions, postures,
and behaviors of the figures in the sculptures, and contain wit in them. Some
pieces could not be interpreted for a long time because they were carved like
puzzles.

The Yoke-sone Kyaung Monastery is located in the village of Sale, which is far
from an hour and a half by car from Bagan. Even if you come to see only the
monastery, it's worth it, so visit there at least once.

Myanmar is a multiracial country that consists of about 130
ethnic minorities, including the Bamar, Shan, Karen, and Rakhine
people. Among them, the Burmese make up about 70% of the
total population and form a core group of Myanmar. The British
called Myanmar ‘Burma’ and incorporated it into the province
of India, one of the British colonies. To keep the majority of
Burmese in check, the government also separately managed
Burmese and minorities.

With the end of imperialism, Myanmarese also have a growing
desire for integrated national awareness and independence.
Independence organizations traveled all the way to Britain
to demand Myanmareses autonomy, but when it was not
accepted, they staged protests against colonization and an
agrarian revolt. In 1937, Britain separated Myanmar from India
and allowed some of its autonomy. The Burmese Independence
Army for armed struggles was also organized, and General Aung
San, who is revered as a hero of Myanmarese independence,
led the army. Besides, military dictatorship began in Myanmar in
1962 in a coup by Ne Win, amid deepening political chaos, with
communist parties and ethnic minorities calling for autonomy
and starting armed riots.

Ne Win, who finished his long-term rule after the coup,
changed the name of the country to the The Republic of the
Union of Burma' in 1974 and became the party chairman and
president to solidify his one-party dictatorship. However, with
high prices, scarce necessities, poor working conditions and
extreme restrictions, voices against dictatorship have grown,
and Ne Win eventually stepped down as president in 1981.
Amid this situation, protests that began in Yangon University
in March 1988 spread across the country, leading to massive
anti-government protests. Ne Win resigned as party chairman,
but people staged a massive protest on August 8 to call for
a democratic general election. It is called the ‘Spring of the
Yangon' and the ‘8888 Democratic Movement', and thousaneds
of people were killed or injured at the time.

In 2010, the military regime renamed itself the "Federal
Republic of Myanmar" and opened a multi-party parliament
in 2011, ending the era of military government in a formal
manner, but still legislated to allow the military to exert influence
on the Constitution. Nevertheless, the people's desire for
democratization grew and finally the NLD, led by Aung San Suu
Kyi, won the 2015 general election, establishing a substantial
democratic government.

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Myanmar is the most devout Buddhist country in Southeast
Asia, where about 90% of its people are Buddhists. Myanmar
people live their entire lives in Buddhist values and culture. It is
the Shin Pyu ritual that shows this briefly. Everyone in Myanmar
experiences becoming a monk once in a lifetime, and when they
are about 10 years old, they leave their homes and live with
monks in temples. The Shin Pyu ceremony is held like a festival
with families and relatives gathered. With the encouragement
of many people, the child takes the first step in the Buddhist
life by learning the life and teachings of Buddha and Buddhist
manners. At the end of the ceremony, the child is accepted as a
true human being.

It is known as B.C. that Buddhism was introduced to Myanmar.
However, Buddhism began to flourish in the 11th century when
the first unified kingdom, Bagan, was established. Buddhism
was chosen as a means of unifying the people at that time, and
from then on, Buddhist culture was quickly spread throughout
Myanmar under the protection of the royal family and massive
supports. Since then, Myanmar has established itself as a
center and sacred place for Southeast Asian Buddhism, thanks
to the active encouragement of Buddhism by kings of various
dynasties to acquire legitimacy.

Buddhism in Myanmar is the Theravada Buddhism that
considers Zen meditation and Nirvana important in the teaching
of Sakyamuni. Pagodas and temples are good places to
experience the history and culture of Buddhism in Myanmar.
In Myanmar, numerous pagodas and temples can be found in
large cities as well as in small rural villages. People in Myanmar
visit pagodas whenever they have time to worship and pray.

However, the French refused to accept independence of
Vietnam and the First Indochina War broke out, and at that time Vietnam seemed to gain independence with victory, but
achieved its true independence in 1976, about 30 years later with the intervention of Western powers.

Go to Da Lat, a healing city with scent of coffee

Although it is not yet known to Korean tourists, Da Lat is the most
beloved tourist destination by Vietnamese. It is a place where you
can meet the best temperature and humidity, purple flowers and
transparent air, a raindrop that wash the heat antique European style
architectures, leisurely people and Vietnam's best coffee.

Da Lat was an artificial resort created by the French. They found a
cool and nice city to escape the heat of Ho Chi Minh City, creating
lakes, luxurious villa, and rails. They also brought coffee. They realized
that Da Lat's natural environment is well suited for coffee cultivation,
they decided to make it a coffee producing area.

In fact, the reason why Vietnam has become the world's second
largest coffee producer because it produces Robusta varieties that
are tasty and has strong caffeine than Arabica species, but is also
strong in insect pests. 95% of exports are Robusta, which is mostly
used as a raw material for instant coffee that we enjoy frequently.

However, the Da Lat, which is in the highlands possible to produce
Arabica. Recently, Da Lat coffee farmers have been working to break
the prejudice against Vietnamese coffee by trying to upgrade their
coffee. This has led to the growth of Da Lat coffee as a high-quality
species recognized anywhere in the world.

There are many independent cafes in Da Lat that makes specialty coffee.
You can't find even Starbucks in Da Lat, which is easily found in Vietnams'
most popular metropoalises. This is because the country and people have
the pride of being Vietnam's largest and best coffee producing countries
and authentic cafe culture. There are many coffee plantations and cafes
that have tour programs in the suburbs of Da Lat.

One of them is the M Linh Coffee Garden, where you can taste \Weasel
Coffee made from weasel beans. The coffee culture enjoyed by nobles
since the French colony has been handed down to this day. Coffee beans
are collected from the excrement of the musk weasel, which feed on
coffee beans and then thoroughly wash them clean, and roasted to
make coffee. But they are strong and have a unique acidity, so many
people enjoy drinking them at high prices. For your reference, only legal
farmers with government permission can grow coffee using animals.

A bowl of properly made beef rice
noodles with coriander is just like an art. Rice noodles are a dish that
can be varied in many ways. Depending on the broth, depending on
the ingredients, and depending on the region, it is difficult to calculate
exactly how many kinds of branches there are.

A neat rice noodle ‘Pho Ga" made of chicken, ‘Bun Ca’ with fish and
fish cake, ‘Mi Quang' of the central district, ‘Bun Cha" with charcoal-
grilled meat, and ‘Bun thit nuong' that is served with noodles, meat,
vegetables, and ‘Cho gio'.

For example, people in southern Vietnam, who have developed a
sweet and greasy food culture, prefer ‘Pho Bo', which is characterized
by a broth that has been brewed for a long time with cow tails, ribs,
cinnamon, and spices. Northern people who enjoy a light taste prefer
‘Pho Ga'. The broth made by brewing chicken and bones is excellent.
In the central regions, such as Nha Trang, which is famous for
seafood, the broth is brewed with fish.

Even the name of rice noodle is same, noodle strips tend to get
thinner as the location of region goes north. And it is useful to know
the type of noodles that vary depending on the recipe in advance.
Bun, a white noodle popular in northern and central Vietnam is made
of rice, but it looks close to thin noodles to our eyes. Noodles such as
Bun Cha, Hanoi food, and Bun Bo Hue, the representative food of Hue
province, are examples.

Pho is the rice noodle that we commonly know. The noodles are a
little thicker and flatter than Bun. It has a texture and taste that go
well with hot beef broth. There are Pho Bo, Pho Ga, etc. Mi, which is
usually used to make stir-fried noodles or spicy noodles is a yellow
noodle that looks a little similar to ramen. It is said that noodles made
by putting eggs in flour in China were handed down to Vietnam.
There's Mi Quang, Mi Xao Bo.

The pride of the karst landscape began to
form about 40 million years ago, which is one of the oldest in Asia.

Unsurprisingly, it has been designated as a World Heritage Site
by UNESCO, because it is an environment that cannot be easily
seen anywhere in the world.

There have been more than 300 caves below the karst
topography in Phong Nha-Ke Bang National Park. Although

Phong Nha-Ke Bang National Park is also famous for animals that
cannot be easily seen anywhere else. A case in point is the Douc
Langur, which is endangered.

Also,
a completely new species of mammal, named Saola has been
discovered. It looks like a deer or a duck, which is characterized by
along, sharp horn.

Tan Ky House

The Last Dynasty of Vietnam

The Nguyen Dynasty was Vietnam's last unification and the largest
dynasty. With the support of France, they toppled the Tay Son Dynasty
and combined the northern provinces to achieve national unity. They
became a ruler of the Indochina Pen in the 19th century, destroying
the Champa kingdom which had fallen into a subordinate state leaving
behind the glory of the past, and subjugating Cambodia..

However, France's efforts to sort out internal political situations have
begun to affect Vietnam. Since they grew up with the support of France,
their intervention in internal affairs were in a way to scheduled procedure.
The Nguyen Dynasty was influenced by France and was came under
colonial rule.

A decade later, by the beginning of the 20th century, the power game of
the Western powers on the global stage became more and more intense
and the Nguyen Dynasty, which had been under French Colonial rule for a
long time was on a path of decline. The titular emperors were crowned in
a row. It was not empire anymore. It was until 1916, when Emperor Khai
Dinh was crowned.

The Emperor Khai Dinh was the 12th emperor of the Nguyen Dynasty. He
thought that he would create an independent state without the help of
France. He pledged to make an effort to restore its fame and be reborn
as a country worthy of its old fame. A few years later, in 1919, he issued
an edict. It was said that the only Vietnamese should be used as the
official language of Vietnam. That was the only achievement for him. If
that's an achievement.

Ho Chi Minh and Vietnam War

The 20th century was a period of upheaval in Southeast Asia and around the world. And Ho
ChiMinh is the one who cannot be left out when talking about the history of Vietnam, which
was at the center of it. Having used about 160 pseudonyms, including Nguyen Ai Quoc and
Ly Thuy, he fought for Vietnam's independence all his life.

He founded the Communist Party of Vietnam for the first time and abolished Bao Dai, the
famous emperor of the Nguyen Dynasty and declared independence. In particular, he fought
the Indochina War for independence from France and later served as the top commander
of the North Vietnamese army when the U.S. and Soviet Union joined the Vietnam War.
Unfortunately, Ho Chi Minh died of a heart attack on September 2, 1969, when the Vietnam
War was in the heart of war, He died without seeing the independence of the country he
longed for. He is still remembered as Asia's most influential leader and prominent socialist
leader in the 20th century. To commemoarate his achievements, Saigon changed its name
to Ho Chi Minh City, and his grave is located in Hanoi's Ba Dinh Square, where Ho Chi Minh
declared Vietnam's independence.

South Korea's dispatch of troops to Vietnam

On October 22, 1965, the Korean White tiger Unit entered Vietnam's Qui Nhon Port. The
South Korean government decided to dispatch troops under the pretext of ‘rewarding
its allies (U.S.) who participated in the Korean War' and ‘Vietnam Front is directly related
to the Korean Front'. For about eight years until 1973, more than 300,000 South Korean
soldiers, including pigeon units, blue dragon units, and white horse units, were dispatched
to Vietnam.

This was the second-largest number after the United States, which had sent 500,000
troops. The South Korean military had achieved excellent results through more than 100
battalion-level operations and 570,000 small unit operations, but it had to make a huge
sacrifice of 5,000 killed and 20,000 wounded.

The only war that America has defeated.

Anti-war public opinion in the United States has begun to rise due to the longer-than-
expected war period and severe troop losses. Eventually, the ceasefire negotiation between
the United States and North Vietnam began in 1968. Even after the U.S. military began
to withdraw from the Vietnamese front in 1971, the Korean military had 37,000 combat
troops, including two infantry divisions, which is said to have been the largest number
among the participating countries.

Only after the 1973 armistice in Paris was the complete withdrawal of the Korean troops.
Later in 1975, when the capital of Saigon was captured by a massive offensive in North
Vietnam and president Duong Ban min surrendered, the long Vietnam war ended. It was
the first war the United States was defeated.

It is known to grow up to 30 cm
in general and is usually served as 200 to 400g per in restaurants. It
is sold in units of Tkg and ranges from 1,000 to 1,500 THB. It is also
treated as a gourmet food in Thailand,

King River Prawn is usually caught in the central district of Thailand.
Ayutthaya is representative. In this area of the Chao Phraya River, the
huge freshwater shrimp has been caught, roasted, and eaten for a
long time. Nowadays, King River Prawns are cultured in many areas of
Thailand including Ayutthaya, but it is still common to catch them by
fishing alive.

King River Prawn, which are caught or cultivated are usually shipped
to restaurants as they are alive. It is to maintain freshness. Prawn
stored in the restaurant's water tank are trimmed immediately
upon order and placed on the grill. All you have to do is just cut the
prawn in half. Grill it for 10 minutes without seasoning. Prawns are
served on a plate with several sauces and side dishes. While there
are many special recipes that offer a variety of flavors, but traditional
recipes(grilled) are still the way to taste the natural flavor.

Enjoy the best Thai dishes with noodles. The rice noodle Kwyteiyw
is not a traditional Thai dish, but it is a real Thai dish that can easily
serve the common people’s meal anytime, anywhere. It is a mirror of
the food culture that shows various aspects of Thai cuisine through
changes in noodles, broth, and garnish.

1. The diabolic noodle, Kwyteiyw Tom Yum

Tom Yum is a spicy and sour food with various ingredients and spices.
Flavor and taste are determined by spices. The spices that must be
included are galangal, kaffir lime leaves, and lemongrass. If you add
these three ingredients, you can make any food named Tom Yum,
including Tom Yum pizza. In addition to spices, Phrik Phao, an oiled
pepper seasoning gives a spicy taste.

Kwyteiyw Tom yum is made by adding Phrik Phao, tamarind, lime, and
fish sauce to Kwyteiyw nam sai, which is made of clear broth such as
pork and chicken. Spicy, sour, and salty flavors feast in your mouth,
and once you fall into the taste of tom yum, it is difficult to get out of
it. The garnish includes pork, pork intestines, fish cakes, and seafood,
and spicy noodles without soup are called ‘Kwyteiyw Tom Yum Hang'.

2. Stir-fried noodles without likes or dislikes, Pad Thai

The most famous noodle in Thailand is definitely Pad Thai. Pad Thai
is a stir-fried noodle that uses macerated medium-thick noodles or
exclusive noodles just for Pad Thai. It can be easily accessed at Pad
Thai specialty stores, street stalls, and Thai restaurants and it is so
popular that it is one of the most preferred Thai dishes of the world.
The keys to its popularity is the combination of tastes, such as the
sour taste of tamarind, spicy taste of red pepper powder, sweet taste
of palm sugar, and salty taste of the fish sauce. Add nutty flavor with
peanuts and remove or add eggs.

The translation of Pad Thai means 'Thai-style stir-fried'. Does it mean
that Pad Thai is the representative stir-fried dish of Thailand? Unlike
its name, the history of Pad Thai in Thailand is not that long. It is
said that Thailand promoted nationalism by adding the name of the
country to a new food that came from China in the 1930s when it
was striving to rebuild the country.

3. Noodles in curry soup, Kha Nom Jeen Nam Ya and Khao Soi
Although Kha Nom Jeen is a rice noodle, it is hard to find it in noodle
restaurants. Noodle restaurants generally use wide noodles made of
rice, medium-thick noodles, thin noodles, and Chinese noodles made
of flour and eggs. Kha Nom Jeen, which is made after ripening rice for
two to seven days, besides Som Tam, Kha Nom Jeen goes well with
Thai curry gong. In the southern part of the country, people enjoy Kha
Nom Jeen Nam Ya, where curry is poured into Kha Nom Jeen. There
are various kinds of curry, such as beef curry Kaeng Nuea, green
chicken curry Kaeng Khiao Wan Kai, fish curry Nam Ya Pla.

Khao Soi is a northern noodle that is mixed with a thick coconut
curry broth with Bami noodles. Chicken or beef is more popular than
seafood, and it is served with pickled vegetables, shallot, and lime.

The
giant tree is known to be native to Central and South Americam, but can
be found in many regions, including Asia, the Pacific Ocean, also in some
parts of Hawaii. Sometimes, it is called by ‘Giant Monkey Ford Tree' or
‘Hitachi Tree" which has served as the Japanese company. In the 1970s,

the Hitachi Group created an animation based on this tree in Hawaii and
appeared in advertisements. And there's also a story that it started calling
it the “Rain Tree". When it rains or the sun goes down, the leaves flinch.

Whatever the reason may be, taking photos with the Giant Rain Tree in
the background is definitely a special experience. Of course, if you want
to put this huge tree in a photo frame, it's obvious that we will come out
very small. Still, it is not common to take pictures with these unique trees
in the background. There is a wooden deck where you can see towards
the trunk of a Giant Rain Tree. As you walk along the road, everyone is
overwhelmed by its size and natural mysteries. You can also relax in the
shade of the trees. Under the tree, there is a lawn and a wooden deck
with a diameter of 50 meters, there's a lot of space around them. Thereis
nothing to disturb you, so you can rest comfortably.

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CHAO PHRAYA RIVER

Two streams of water flowing from northern Thailand become one and
head to the capital, Bangkok. It is the Chao Phraya River. The Chao Phraya
river which has a total length of 1,200 km and runs through the main grain
area is considered the most scared by Thai people. It can be estimated from
the name Chao Phraya. In Korean, it translates as 'king' or ‘grand duke’.

It is no exaggeration to say that the Chao Phraya river is the aorta of
Thailand. Since ancient times, it has played the role of a transport route
which connecting the south and north of Thailand. Even along the river
basin, there are wide and fertile plains spreads along the banks of the river,
so even now barges carrying rice, long tail boats carrying vegetables and
fruits and passenger ships to move people around the Chao Phraya river
from time to time. It boasted a reputation worthy of the name of the king
or the river of kings.

The Ayutthaya Kingdom, the longest period of kingdom in Thailand's
history, prospered against the backdrop of the Chao Phraya River. For
nearly 400 years from 1351 to 1767, the Ayutthaya Kingdom flourished
its unique and colorful culture around the present-day Ayutthaya region,
and was also the hub of intermediary trade between Asia, the Middle East
and Europe. It took advantage of geographical of being the middle point
between China, India and Europe.

The Chao Phraya River also offers a unique taste for Thai people. It is a
story about a sauce that is common to almost all Thai dishes. They are
‘Plara’, which is salted fish and ‘Nampla’, which is a kind of soy sauce for
fish. It is mainly made using fish called ‘Sey’, which is caught in the Chao
Phraya river and it contains more oil than other fish, so it is the best sauce
to create a savory aroma and savory taste. Pickling the seaweed in sea salt
turns it into a Plara and filtering it in clear water turns in into a Nampla.

These two sauces are irreplaceable among the Thai people. In local restaurants,
it is common to see the fish sauce on the table, and it is also popular in Laos. It
is also characterized by being darker than the Vietnamese sauce, Nuoc Mam. It
is the most basic and essential sauce for Thai people. In simple terms, it is said
to be fried or fried with only nampla in a piece of fish. It tastes great enough, so
if you are interested, try it once.

A fascinating space unfolds beyond the high wall. The green forests are
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(Summer Palace at Bang Pa-In)O|Ct. This palace, built by king Prasat Thong in the middle of the 17th century

was used as a villa by the Ayutthaya royal family. It is said that the spacious
space was decorated for the royal family around the Chao Phraya River and
the island where the Bang Pa-In summer palace was located. But it was just
the story until Ayutthaya was occupied and destroyed by Myanmar. The
palace was restored by King Rama IV and exists today's day and age.
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The summer place of present Bang Pa-In was restored by King Rama IV
and King Rama V. The structures represent a variety of architectural styles
and restoration of the building which is based on Ayutthaya-style. It is

During the Second World War, the Japanese military, which was waging
war on the Indochina peninsula planned to build a railway. It was a
strategy to offers overland connection between Bangkok in Thailand and
Rangoon in Myanmar. Using this 415 km long railroad that would cross
the Indochina peninsula, it is the faster and safer way to transfer the war
supplies and armies for Japanese military.

In 1941, the Japanese started to build a railway in earnest. Construction
was quite fast, except for one problem. It was a lush jungle with rugged
mountains. This was especially the case in the Kanchanaburi area.
However, this was nothing for Japanese military. It wouldn't have been
a problem for them, if more people and prisoners were put in. That's
how the Japanese military mobilized manpower ruthlessly. To build the
railway, 200,000 Asian colonists and some 70,000 prisoners of war were
compelled to work.

The railway was completed in October 1943. It is estimated that 100,000
Asians and 16,000 prisoners of war were died during the three-year of
construction period. The exact number has not known, but about 40%
of the people who were involved died. This is why this railway is called the
“The Death Railway".

The railroad is still there. The decayed railroad was restored to run trains
for tourists. A cemetery for those who have been sacrificed is also located
nearby the railroad. Kanchanaburi War Cemetery or the Don-Rak War
Cemetery (typically about 9,000 prisoners of war) are in place in what is
called a ‘a garden of peace’.

There is also a place called Chong-Kai War Cemetery. The Cemetery was
built on a site that was once a prison of war camp. There are more than
1,700 graves, but most of them were unidentifiable. It is smaller than the
Kanchanaburi War Cemetery, but it is more neatly organized.

If you go to Kanchanaburi, why don't you meditate for a moment for

those who might have suffered the same hardships as our ancestors?
There still exist sad, sorrowful, painful, and memorable history should be

remembered.

Rama is a Thai adaptation of the name of the Hindu god, Rama,

and it is now used as a name for the king because
it defeated evil spirits at that time.

Then let's take alook at the story of the previous kings.

Why is the king of Thailand called a Rama?

The main character of Ramayana is not an ordinary human being but
the incarnation of Vishnu. In Langka (Sri Lanka), a demon with 10 heads
and 20 arms ruled the kingdom. Favored by the creator Brahman,
Ravana gains power that any god cannot harm. Then Ravana became
so arrogant and began to harass even the god.

When Ravana became trouble for the gods, Brahman was also worried.
Brahman begs Vishnu to reincarnate himself as a human and defeat
Ravana, it was because the God cannot kill Ravana. Vishnu was born
as the seventh incarnation of Rama and defeated Ravana. This is the
origin of the name ‘Rama’, the king of Thailand's Chakri Dynasty.

The beginning of the Chakri dynasty

The history began in 1782, when King Rama I, who founded the Chakri
dynasty, moved its capital from Thonburi west side of the Chao Phraya
River to Rattanakosin, where the palace is now located to defend
against Burma's attacks. Wat Phra Kaew, also known as the Emerald
Temple is a royal temple built during the reign of King Rama I. It is a
temple for the royal family.

If you leave the temple through the southwest corner of Wat Phra
Kaew, it is the place where loyal palace located. Filled with gardens
and massive buildings, it was the official residence of kings until King
Rama VIII. The king now lives in Dusit. Dusit is close to the tourist street,
Khaosan, but it is a regrettable that there are few open sights. Around
the democracy monument, which can be reached in a 10 minute walk
from Khaosan Road, there are temples built during the ages of 3 to 5
of Rama such as Wat Suthat, Wat Ratchanatdaram, and Wat Saket.
Around the Democratic Memorial Tower, there is a road that runs
through the royal palace and the Dusit area.
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From the beginning of modernization

to the introduction of constitutional monarchy.

Real modernization of Thailand began during the reign of King Rama IV (r. 1851~
1868). He is a real person played by actor Yul Brynner in the movie The King and
I'. King Rama IV signed the Treaty of Bowring with Britain. It is the first treaty
between Thailand and foreign countries and the first unequal treaty. At the time of
the ratification of the treaty, Thailand was the first to use the national title of Siam.
After that, King Rama IV continued to adopt \Western culture by signing Treaties of
Friendship and Commerce with the United States, France, Denmark, Belgium, Italy,
Sweden, Norway, Austria, and Hungary.

King Rama V (r. 1868-1910) Chulalongkorn made a remarkable achievement in
modernizing society and politics and strengthening his royal authority. Military,
tax and legal systems were reorganized and schools were established to make
elementary education mandatory. It was also at this time that the railroad
was placed in the east-west and north-south, centering on Bangkok and
steamboat were introduced. The brothers of King Rama V acted as heads of
various fields, including administration, justice, and military, leading Thailand's
modernization and strengthening of its royal authority.

During the reign of King Rama VI Wachirawut (r. 1910-1925), Thailand
participated passively in First World War as a member of the Allied Powers.
As a result, Thailand enhanced its international status and provided an
opportunity to break down the unequal treaty.

Prajadhipok (r. 1925-1935) was the last autocrat of Thailand. The National
Council was established to try to resolve the financial difficulties and
Government Reform Plan was announced to cope with the global crisis by
delegating the right of running government to the prime minister. He wasn't
ready to be the king, but he was full of enthusiasm. The problems lurking
everywhere culminated in a military coup in June 1932.

The constitutional monarchy was introduced, and King Rama VIl officially
abdicated in March 1935. The military crowned Ananta Mahitdol, nephew of
King Rama VII. King Rama VIII (r. 1935-1946) returned to his homeland in 1945
after studying in Switzerland for most of his reign. He met the suspicious
death six months later in 1946 at the age of 21.

From Rama IX to Rama X

Bhumibol Adulyadej, Rama IX (r. 1946-2016) was crowned at the age of 19
when his brother died, and remained the world's longest-serving head of
power and the longest monarch in Thai history, taking power for 70 years and
126 days until his death in 2016. King Rama IX was a king who has received
divine respect from the people. In the early years of his reign, he defended the
military, but in the 1990s, he was evaluated as contributing to democratization.
Since the 1950s, through the royal project, which has invested by royal family
has looked into the lives of remote and mountainous residents and has
worked hard to eradicate poverty, increase income and improve education.
All over Thailand, Photos and portraits of King Rama IX and Queen of Thailand
were hung up to show the respect of the people. At the same time, he also
accumulated a lot of its wealth. In 2008-2013, Forbes selected Rama IX as “The
world's richest royal family”.

When King Rama IX died on 13 October 2016, Vajiralongkorn, the only son of
Bhumibol was crowned at the age of 64. It was not until May 4, 2019, that King
Rama X had a mourning period of more than two years after the death of King
Rama IX. King Rama X officially ascended the throne wearing a golden crown
with a 200-year history of the Chakri dynasty. The Chakri dynasty named King
Rama |, King Rama V, and King Rama IX called the great kings.

: Elephants are brutally abused to be used for riding and trekking. With iron skewers and knives,
elephants are stabbed in their forehead, and elephants bleed and they end up obeying people.

‘I see. Is there any activity for many people fo commune with elephants?
: Thank you for changing your mind! If you go to the Elephant Protection Center in

Chiang Mai or ‘Poopoo Paper Park’, you can experience taking a mud shower and
a walk with elephants, feeding elephants, and making eco-friendly paper.

In Buddhism, elephants are very sacred. In particular, white
elephants are considered the holiest animals. According
to myth, when Maya got pregnant Buddha, she dreamed
of a white elephant handing over a lotus flower. Elephants
and lotus flowers have long been regarded as symbols of
Buddhism. Thailand is a Buddhist country where more than
90 percent of the people believe in Buddhism. The white
elephant was also loved by the Thai royal families. They
considered the white elephant as a symbol of royal authority
and painted the white elephant on the red background of the
Thai flag.

The elephant is a symbol of Thailand and also a national
animal. Because they are very useful beyond the religious
meaning. In Thailand, elephants have mobilized in war for
thousands of years. The male elephants, which are aggressive
but easy to tame were raised as war elephants for transport
and fighting. Elephants were also mobilized for logging. It was
the role of carrying heavy logs through lush forests.

Ironically, logging using elephants threatened the elephants’
homes. As illegal logging and agriculture reduced the forest
area, elephants were endangered. The Thai government
banned logging in 1989. Unable to make money from logging,
elephant trainers took the elephants to the city.

They made money by taking commemorative photos or
begging on the streets where tourists gathered. It can be
seen on the Khaosan Road in Bangkok until the early 2000s.
Because elephants were useful, the life of elephants was a
little tough. After the elephant protection law was passed in
2010, elephants were able to leave the streets of the city.

In the early 1900s, 100,000 elephants were illegally captured
in Thailand. About 4,000 elephants are still being raised
illegally. The number of elephants left in the wild is estimated

to be only thousands. Currently, there are more than 200
elephant camps in Thailand. Until a few years ago, under the
name of eco-tourism most of the places were conducted
trekking and elephant riding. But these days, more and more
camps are engaged in elephant bathing, walking, and feeding.

Thailand's largest Maesa Elephant Camp has also eliminated
its long-running riding program. Although the perception
of animal conversation has changed from the past, there
are only a few elephant sanctuaries for observation and
protection.

There is a way to enjoy elephants without riding them or
watching elephant shows. The Elephant PooPooPaper Park
in Chiang Mai offers a simple experience of making paper out
of elephant dung. Elephants that eat between 100 and 200
kilograms of food a day poo between 50 and 60 kilograms.
There are many elephant camps in the Chiang Mai Mae
Rim area, where Elephant PoopooPaper Park is located, so
elephant dung is also enormous. Vegetarian elephants, which
eat leaves, bark, and bananas, have a lot of fiber in their poop.
This is why paper can be made handmade, not machines
unlike horse dung and cow dung.

The first step in making paper out of elephant dung is
cleaning. Boiling and washing poop for 30 hours creates
clean raw materials without smell. Add plant extracts that
strengthen adhesion to the paper and bind them together.
The process of coloring is also carried out simultaneously.
Choose your favorite color among round paper. Put the
clumped paper into the water to make it mushy and spread
it gently on the mold. Finally, after about six hours of drying,
elephant dung is reborn as a pretty paper.

It is
about 20B, 40B, 50B, and 100B, considering the unit of Thai banknotes. Exceptionally in luxury spa, they receive separate
service fees so you don't need to give tips.
